Energy Program

The Brazil At-Risk Youth Program builds workforce capacity by
providing quality training to Brazilian at-risk youth in market-
driven areas. A third of USAID-trained youth (ages 16-18) have
found legitimate, income-generating placements in a job market
plagued by consistently high unemployment rates. In addition,
USAID's program promotes the enforcement of worker rights for
this population of legal-age working adolescents. USAID’s
program also promotes the removal of working children (ages 4-
15) from the illegal labor market, inserting these children into the
formal educational system and ensuring that parents of working
children have increased access to professional training and are
engaged in income-generating activities, particularly through
expanded access to micro-credit. NOTE: Starting in FY 02
USAID/Brazil will support activities under a public/private
partnership to improve youth employability through increased
access to training in information and communication
technologies. Partners under this initiative are IBM, Xerox, the
Coca-Cola Foundation and Brazilian private sector
companies.The funding levels shown for FY02 and cumulatively
for FY98-FYO03 are not the full funding of the activity, but only
the estimated share that is related to TCB.

GTN builds the capacity of firms to engage in international trade
by increasing SME access to commercial information and global
markets through an all horizons trade initiative that promotes
trade in any GTN country in any sector. GTN also facilitates
bilateral trade and technology transfer with the United States.
GTN’s electronic commerce platform enables firms to establish
international trade linkages such as joint ventures, direct sales
and purchases, and agent or distributorships. GTN operated in 32
countries, along with a regional program for Sub-Saharan Africa,
in FY 2002. In all those countries, GTN had disseminated 545
trade leads and completed 57 deals worth $35.7 million through
May 2002.
