The Yemen Agricultural Support Project works within two intermediate results
under the strategic objective: Expanded sustainable production of agricultural
products for the market and home consumption and expanded markets for
agricultural products. This project is being implemented by Associates in Rural
Development (ARD). The objective of the project is to increase farmer incomes
and improve nutrition levels of rural agricultural households in five target
governorates. This is being accomplished with -- (a) support to the Ministry of
Agriculture to improve service delivery to the rural areas (b) Strengthen
agricultural markets for horticultural produce and livestock (c) Improve access to
agricultural markets and inputs for small farmers and (d) Increase extension
services to rural areas with emphasis on women in agriculture. Funded and
implemented by USAID/Yemen.

The objective of this project is to provide assistance to Yemen for the
development of a customs valuation system that is in full compliance with the
Customs Valuation Agreement of the World Trade Organization (WTO). This
project will provide technical assistance to the Yemen Customs Authority to
enable them to comply with WTO rules and regulations, train customs officials so
that they can effectively implement the new laws and raise the awareness of the
business community regarding the new laws and appeals procedures. Project
implementation is being done in three phases: (1) drafting legislation, (2) law
implementation and enforcement, and (3) monitoring and evaluation progress.
